will NOT be accepted?

LATEX PAINTS can be disposed of safely in
the trash. Pack the can with crumpled newspa-
per to absorb the remainder, secure lid, and
place in a plastic bag.

SMOKE DETECTORS may be disposed of
with regular trash.

MOTOR OIL AND CAR BATTERIES
should be taken to the Weston Transfer Station
and left with the attendant.

PRESCRIPTION DRUGS
Should be disposed of safely in your trash.

OTHER MATERIALS: Dioxin contaminated
pesticides, pesticides containing 2, 4, 5 T and
derivatives, etiologicals, kepone, pentachloro-
phenol, explosives, gas cylinders, pathologicals,
PCB's, radioactive materials, infectious materi-
als, and shock sensitive materials will not be
accepted.

A trained chemist will be on site to give advice
on what to do with such items.
